WHO IS THE ARC OF DELAWARE COUNTY BIKE-A-THON FOR?

Since 1973 bicyclists have raised funds which help The Arc help hundreds of local children and
adults who have disabilities. Cyclists raise funds by collecting donations or per mile pledges from
their family, friends, neighbors or businesses who “sponsor” them to ride. Cyclists must be in 3"
Grade or older to take part.

HOW DO | GET PEOPLE TO SPONSOR ME?

With your parent’s permission, you ask people to sponsor you by saying something like this...”l
am riding in the 35™ Annual Arc of Delaware County Bike-A-Thon on Saturday, May 3" to raise
money to help children and adults with disabilities right here in Delaware County. I’m trying to
Raise $ towin a . Would you like to sponsor me?” (Sponsors may choose to
give you a flat donation (for example, $5.00) or pledge you a certain amount for every mile you
ride (for example .25 cents a mile).

WHERE DO | RIDE? DELHI, ROXBURY OR WALTON

You have a choice of one of three different locations right here in Delaware County. The routes
range from 1 to 2 miles, cyclists ride laps. You may ride just a lap or two (if so, it’s best to ask for
all flat donations) or try for the “30 mile challenge” — you choose!

WHAT DO I DO WITH THE MONEY | COLLECT?

To win prizes, your donations must be turned in by Friday, May 23", 2008. Money collected in
advance may be turned in at the registration table on Bike-A-Thon day. Checks or P.O.’s are
preferred and should be made out to The Arc of Delaware County. After the Bike-A-Thon,
additional pledge money should be mailed to The Arc at the address below, or dropped off at one
of the official drop off locations (Delaware National Bank in Delhi, National Bank of Stamford in
Roxbury, or the Sidney Federal Credit Union in Walton).

HOW DO | WIN A PRIZE?

ALL PLEDGE MONEY MUST BE TURNED IN BY FRIDAY, MAY 23%° 2008 TO BE
ELIGIBLE FOR PRIZES.

The more money you collect, the bigger your prize! Grand prize will be awarded to the cyclist
who raises the top amount (*Grand prize winner must be under 19 years old & attend school in
Delaware County).
